AR GUIDELINES


Dear Students and Parents of R .D. Martinez Elementary,





Accelerated Reader is a wonderful reading program in which students read specific AR books, take computerized tests and earn points for every test successfully completed. Reading fluently with comprehension at grade level and above is the goal for each student in order to build a solid foundation in all subjects.  All students at R. D. Martinez Elementary will participate in the AR program. Your involvement and support is a very important factor in your child’s reading progress throughout their school year.
In an effort to encourage and motivate students to excel in the AR program, students will be recognized for their efforts every six weeks and at the end of the year. The following guidelines will be implemented.

Criteria and Recognition for each Six Weeks and End of Year Festival
· Students must read within their ZPD (recommended book-level range) at 70% proficiency or higher. Points will not be counted for books below their ZPD.

· Students must have passing grades of 70 or higher in all core subjects (English Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies). End of year grades will be used for the End of Year Festival.
· Students may not have more than one incident of “In School Suspension”.

· Students may not have more than two office referrals.

· Any incident of cheating will forfeit their eligibility for End of Year Festival participation.

· Student must meet 5 out of 6 six weeks AR goals by the AR cut-off date, May 9, 2014.

Limo Ride and Luncheon at T.B.A.
The top 3 students in each class will be recognized with a Limo ride and Luncheon at T.B.A. The criteria as stated above will be used determine their eligibility. In case of a tie for highest points, the average percent correct will be considered, followed by the average book level to break a tie.
